Intake is low threshold, and
coordinated across the partnership
to ensure that the vocational
training best fits the individual
needs and abilities.

INTAKE PROCESS

HEC members use a coordinated
intake and assessment process —
“any door method” -- as all
partners refer to other partners for
complimentary  services after
intake and assessment, or upon
completion of vocational training.
